ChicopeeTV receives funding
for the next year

CHICOPEE -- ChicopeeTV,
the city’s public access televi-
sion studio, received funding for
the next year when City Council
voted unanimously on Sept. 5 to
approve a $365,400 mayor’s ap-
propriation to cover the costs of
both salary and equipment.

A total of $165,400 was ap-

propriated to cover the cost of
the TV Production Directors’
salaries, $100,000 was appropri-
ated to cover the salaries of part-
time staff and another $100,000
was appropriated to fund the
maintenance of ChicopeeTV’s
facilities and equipment.

The item was originally
scheduled to be voted on during
the Aug. 1 meeting, but a typo in

During his time at the academy, Mac-
Intyre learned many things, including how
to operate pumps on the fire trucks, climb
ladders, drag victims out of buildings and
carry them down ladders, how to do knots,
firefighting techniques and more.

MaclIntyre shared what inspired him
to become a firefighter.

“I always wanted to serve the com-
munity, help out and do something that I
felt was a meaningful job by serving other
people, so I chose the fire department. It
seemed like a good opportunity to serve
the community that I grew up in in Chi-
copee. I've lived here my entire life,” Mac-

Maclntyre was humbled to have Chief
Daniel Stamborski, Deputy Chief William
Boutin, his fellow firefighters and instruc-
tors at the graduation.

In the future, I'd take more classes. Hope-
fully, maybe be an instructor in the future
or move up in the ranks,” Maclntyre said.

For the city, MacIntyre looks forward
to a long career serving them andsetting an
example.

“I hope to be a good role model for the
kids and serve the members of the com-
munity.

'm 64. When should
| claim my Social
Security?

Dear Rusty

I am 64 years old and still working full
time.

My question is - when should I start my
Social Security? I would like to start it in
January 2024 and go part time at work, but
would I be losing much Social Security by
not waiting until full retirement age?

Signed: Trying to Plan Ahead

Dear Trying, to Plan:

You are smart to evaluate the impact
of claiming your Social Security benefits
early. First, be aware that your full Retire-
ment Age for Social Security purposes is 66
years and 8 months and that is when you get
100% of the SS benefit you’ve earned from
a lifetime of working.

It appears you already know that if you
start benefits before your FRA, you’ll be
subject to Social Security’s “earnings test,”
which limits how much you can earn from
working before they take away some of your
benefits. But if you go part time at work you
can mitigate the earnings test and claim
your benefits early — just understand that
your payment will be permanently reduced
by doing so.

If you claim your benefits to start in
January 2024, you’ll be taking your So-
cial Security about 18 months early, which
means that instead of 100% of your FRA
entitlement you’ll get about 90% (a reduc-
tion of 10%).

The earnings test will still apply and
we don’t yet know what the 2024 earnings
limit will be, but it will be something more
than the 2023 limit of $21,240. If your 2024
earnings exceed the annual limit, SS will
take away $1 in benefits for every $2 you are
over the limit. They “take away” benefits by
withholding future payments until they re-
cover what you owe for exceeding the limit.

If you work part time and don’t exceed
the 2024 annual earnings limit, there will be
no penalty and you will get every month’s
SS payment. If you find you will exceed the
annual 2024 earnings limit, you can call So-
cial Security and inform them of that and
by how much, and they will suspend your
benefits for the number of months necessary
to avoid overpaying you.

If you don’t inform them and you ex-
ceed the annual 2024 limit, they will catch
up in 2025 when they get your 2024 earn-
ings information from the IRS and issue
an Overpayment Notice requiring you to\
pay back the amount owed, half of what
you exceeded the 2024 annual limit by. As
you likely know, the earnings test no longer
applies after you reach your full retirement
age.

So, the decision on when to claim your
Social Security benefit is yours to make, and
you are smart to consider your work plans -
but should also consider your life expectan-
cy and marital status. If you are married and
eventually die before your lower earning
spouse, your spouse’s benefit as your survi-
vor will be based on your benefit amount at
the time of your death.

Thus, your age when you claim your
benefit may also affect your spouse’s bene-
fit as your survivor; the longer you wait up
to age 70 the more your spouse’s survivor
benefit would be. And if you enjoy at least
average longevity, which is about 84 for a
man your current age, then by waiting until
your FRA or later to claim you’ll not only
get a higher monthly payment but also get
more in cumulative lifetime benefits.

If, however, your financial circum-
stances are such that you need the SS mon-
ey sooner, then claiming earlier may be the

Black-crowned night heron

The Massachusetts Audubon Society re-
ported the sighting of a black-crowned night
heron in Pittsfield.

The black-crowned night heron is about
25 inches long and is gray and white. It is
a stocky heron with pale yellow legs, which
turn reddish in the breeding season.

The immature is brown with white
streaks below and large, buff white spots
on its back and wings. It keeps its immature
plumage for two years. The immature black-
crowned night heron is distinguished from
the yellow crowned night heron by its green-
ish-yellow lower bill. The yellow-crowned
has a dark bill.

Although the night heron will feed by
day, as its name implies this species feeds
mostly at night or at dusk. They roost in
trees.

It feeds on fish, amphibians, insects and
small mammals. It also will eat the young
of other bird species such as terns, herons
and ibises. They inhabit freshwater streams,
lakes, rice field, dry grassland and salt
marshes.

These herons nest either in colonies or
singly. The female lays three to five pale
blue green eggs in a nest o f twigs, reeds and
finer material placed against a tussock or in
the reeds, shrub or trees up to 160 feet.

When greeting other black-crowned

night herons, they stretch their necks hori-
zontally with breeding plumes on the head
raised and they touch bills. They make a low,
hoarse “quok” sound often heard at dusk.
During nesting, they make a “rok rok.”
Red-winged blackbirds

I received an email this week from
someone who lives in the West Springfield
Agawam area. She said, “Red-winged black-
birds are one of my favorite birds, but I al-
ways wondered why they leave the ares so
early?” She also said, “I go to areas where
I know they nest, but never see them after
mid-July or so.”

Red-winged blackbirds are one of the
first to arrive in early spring with the males
coming first, then the females. They migrate
anytime from late August to early October
and gather in flocks for the trip south.

Audubon Society sightings

Other Audubon Society sightings re-
ported for August in Berkshire include an
alder flycatcher in Washington and a yel-
low-bellied flycatcher a the Jug End State
Reservation in Egremont. In Hampshire
County, four sandhill cranes were at East
Meadows in Northampton and four more
sandhill cranes at the Arcadia Sanctuary.

Migrants tallied at Quabbin Park in
Ware included four common nighthawks,
two yellow-bellied flycatchers and four Cape
May warblers. In Worcester County 14 Com-
mon Mergansers were seen near fishing area
#3 at Quabbin Reservoir in Petersham and
four Bonaparte’s Gulls were tallied along the
Dana shoreline in Petersham.

Two black vultures were seen soaring
over Mt. Wachusett in Princeton and in Pax-
ton there was a Cerulean warbler. Mount
Wachusett is a popular spot for birders to
view hawk migrations during September and
October. Two Cape May warblers were seen
at the Moose Hill Wildlife Area.

Wild turkeys

It seems wild turkeys are everywhere. I
have seen groups of three or four Tom tur-
keys and much larger groups of hens and
their poults. Several times I stopped while a
large flock of hens and youngsters crossed
the road.

community programs for the gateway cit-
ies of Chicopee, Holyoke and Springfield.

Laboy was “truly honored” by the
support for One Strong.

“I was honored to have so many
people who believe in the idea or at least
wanted to check out what this whole thing
was going to be about,” Laboy said. “I
ultimately want to be there for Chicopee
residents and I'm glad they were there for
me,”

Laboy explained the programs are
geared toward children ages five to 13
and that they also provide internships and
work readiness programs for teens ages
14 to 18. For now, the organization can
take on six kids, with hopes to expand to
10.

The idea originated about seven years
ago when Laboy and his cousin wanted
to take his experience of working in af-
ter-school programs including Playful
Minds and The Arbors Kids and offer
services that “we feel are important to the
community.”

“I think it’s very important that af-
ter-school programs are coming up, es-
pecially after this pandemic situation.
Many people want to get back to work
but they also want to be able to trust
who’s watching their students during
these off-hours,” Laboy said. “But they
also want it to be an experience that’s
ultimately going to have them coming
away with something, whether it’s a new
friendship, new skill learned or maybe
even a new hobby they developed just

by being exposed to new information
and someone that’s going to creatively
engage with them and that’s what I want
to do with students ultimately.”

Torres reflected on opportunity and
giving back through his intern work at
One Strong, sharing how important af-
ter-school programs are.

“I think after-school programs are an
amazing thing. Keeps kids structured, out
of trouble at the same time. Even bringing
in kids to help, to volunteer is also great
community involvement. So I believe that
after-school programs are needed in our
community,” Torres said. “I feel like One
Strong can be that change to the commu-
nity.”

Torres also believes in inspiring the
next generation.

“Anything that can bring up ideas
for kids and help expand the way that
they think, have bigger ideas, that you
can have the big dreams.

the order forced it to get tabled until Sept. 5.

On Aug. 1, Chief Information Officer Andrew Ver-
non explained specifically how the money will be ap-
propriated.

“These are not new positions. They are four part-
time positions in ChicopeeTV and then there are eight
student employees of ChicopeeTV,” he said. “The stu-
dent employees help to tape and livestream sporting
events throughout Chicopee. The part-time directors
help with a variety of things, whether it be this eve-
ning’s broadcast from the mezzanine, or whether it be
content throughout the city and producing some of the
shows that are made throughout the entire year.”

Vernon noted that the city’s 10-year contract with
Charter Communications requires Mayor John Vieau
to allocate $100,000 annually from the contract “ex
plicitly to the PEG facility ChicopeeTV to operate its
equipment and facilities.”

The TV Production Director Salary line covers
the salaries of both Producer/Director Jay Buckley and
Producer/Director Wade Wofford. Buckley and Wof-
ford will both be paid approximately $80,000 over the
next year.

Buckley graduated from UMass Amherst in 1997
and built his broadcast television experience working
for ABC 40, Fox 61, WGBY and nationally for NFL
and NASCAR events.

He began working for the city school district in
2007 as a video production teacher and now oversees
the city’s audio-visual equipment and cable access
channels.

Wofford arrived in the city as an award-winning
screenwriter and filmmaker. He graduated from the
Los Angeles Film School for film production, the
Meisner School for acting, the University of Georgia
for his bachelor’s degree in drama and UMass Am-
herst for his master’s degree in English Education.

Wofford gained employment in the city as a Film-
making teacher at Chicopee Comprehensive High
School and now oversees ChicopeeTV’s studio oper-
ations.

The remaining staff includes Digital Media Pro-
ducer/Digital Media Educator/Production Director
Dave Farnum and Alex Fenderson, a videographer,
editor and Emmy-winning television director.

Farnum graduated from Springfield Technical
Community College’s Digital Media program in 2018
and works at STCC as an adjunct instructor for the
Digital Media program, where he teaches video pro-
duction courses.

Henderson graduated from the New England
School of Communication at Husson University in
2017 with a Bachelor of Science in Video Production
and specialization in Photography.

Vernon is also a member of the ChicopeeTV team
through his role of overseeing the City & Schools
of Chicopee. Vernon attended UMass Amherst and
worked there in a variety of capacities. Before join-
ing the City of Chicopee, he worked as an Information
Technology Manager for Newell Brands.

The $100,000 appropriated to facilities and equip-
ment upkeep will be spent on maintaining the city’s
state-of-the-art television studio, located inside of Chi-
copee Comp, and its mobile equipment.

The television studio is open to residents, and
training opportunities are available for those looking
to create content in the space.

ChicopeeTV also has equipment that can made
available for community use for those who have com-
pleted mandatory equipment training and the online
reservation request.

Currently, ChicopeeTV can be viewed on Chan-
nel 191, 192 and 193. The ChicopeeTV Facebook
page also posts live content and uploads programs and
meetings, all of which can also be viewed on the stu-

dio’s Vimeo channel.

Massachusetts launches free community college program for residents 25 plus

WELLESLEY— Holyoke Commu-
nity College President George Timmons
joined Gov. Maura T. Healey today to
launch MassReconnect, the adminis-
tration’s new program establishing free
community college for Massachusetts
residents aged 25 and older.

The announcement event, held this
morning at MassBay Community Col-
lege, was attended by representatives
from the Healey administration and De-
partment of Higher Education, as well as
the presidents of the state’s 15 community
colleges.

“MassReconnect will be transfor-
mative for thousands of students, for our
amazing community colleges, and for our
economy,” Healey said. “It will bolster the
role of community colleges as economic
drivers in our state and help us better meet
the needs of businesses to find qualified,

well-trained workers. We can also make
progress in breaking cycles of inter-gen-
erational poverty by helping residents
complete their higher education creden-
tials so they can attain good jobs and build
a career path. Our administration is grate-
ful for the partnership of the Legislature
to move forward on this critical program
that will make our state more affordable,
competitive and equitable.”

The state is investing $20 million in
MassReconnect for the first year of im-
plementation. The funding covers the full
cost of tuition and fees and includes an al-
lowance for books and supplies for qual-
ifying students. Additionally, each com-
munity college will receive $100,000 to
support student and community program
awareness, staffing, and program admin-
istration.

“This is an exciting moment for
